The
three jewels in their symbols represent The
Buddha, The Dharma (his teachings), and the
Sangha (the Buddhist community).

After her introduction, we
were taken into the shrine
room, where we learnt
even more, and took part
in a mindful meditation
focusing on our breathing
and the sounds around us.
